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CHARTER RESOLUTION

13-05
AMENDMENT ADDRESSING ENUMERATED POWERS OF THE CITY

RESOLUTION of the Mayor and City Council of the City of New Carrollton adopted pursuant to the authority of Section 3 and 4 entitled “Home Rule” of Article XI-E entitled “Municipal Corporations” of the Constitution of Maryland and Section 11 et. seq. under subtitle “Charter Amendments” of Article 23A entitled “Corporations-Municipal” of the Annotated Code of Maryland, to amend the Charter of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland with provisions to address the enumerated powers of the City.

SECTION 1.  BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland that current Section C-11 of the Charter of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland is hereby amended to read as follows:

C-11.  [Specific powers of Council.]  Enumeration of Powers of the City
A.
The City shall have the general power to pass such ordinances not contrary to the Constitution and laws of the State of Maryland deemed necessary to assure the good government of the City, to protect and preserve the City’s rights, property and privileges, to preserve peace and good order, to secure persons and property from danger and destruction, and to protect the health, comfort and convenience of the citizens of the City.

In addition to the powers granted by § [C-10] C-11A of this Charter, the Council shall have the power to pass ordinances, resolutions and other regulations [and to take any other action necessary] to achieve the specific purposes enumerated in the remaining subsections of this section:

(47)
Police Force:  to establish, operate and maintain a police force.  All City police officers within the municipality shall have the powers and authority of constables in this State.  The Council may also authorize the Mayor to contract with Prince George’s County for the provision of additional County police protection in the City.

(50) 
Regulations:  to adopt by ordinance and enforce within the corporate limits [all powers granted to the City pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the State of Maryland, including but not limited to the powers granted pursuant [to] Article 23A, Section 2 of the Annotated Code of Maryland 200[1957], as amended] police, health, sanitary, fire, building, plumbing, traffic, speed, parking and other similar regulations not in conflict with the laws of the State of Maryland or with this Charter.

[B.] C.
[State and County] Saving Clause. The enumeration of powers in this section is not to be construed as limiting the powers of the City to the several subjects mentioned and is in addition to any other powers that the City may have under and by virtue of the general public laws of Maryland.  [The Charter shall be liberally construed to the end that, within the limits imposed by the Charter and by the Constitution and laws of the State, and ordinances of the County, the City shall have all powers necessary for the conduct of its affairs.]
SECTION 2.  AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland that this amendment to the Charter shall in all respects be effective and observed as such, upon the fiftieth (50th) day after the date of adoption, unless on or before the fortieth (40th) day thereafter there shall be presented to the Mayor and City Council of New Carrollton, or mailed to it, a Petition for referendum in accordance with the provisions of Section 13(g) of Article 23A of the Annotated Code of Maryland.

SECTION 3.  AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland that a complete and exact copy of this Resolution shall be posted in the municipal offices of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland or some public place for a period of at least forty (40) days following its adoption, and further, that a fair summary of this proposed amendment shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of New Carrollton for not less than four (4) times, at weekly intervals, within a period of forty (40) days from the adoption of this Resolution.

SECTION 4.  AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland that as soon as the Charter amendment hereby adopted shall become effective, the Clerk of the City of New Carrollton shall send separately by registered mail to the Department of Legislative Reference the following information concerning the Charter:

(1)  A complete copy of this Resolution;

(2) The date of the referendum election, if any, held with respect thereto;

(3) The number of votes cast for or against the Resolution whether by the Council of the City of New Carrollton or in a referendum; and

(4) The effective date of the Charter.

SECTION 5.  AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of New Carrollton, Maryland that the Clerk of the City of New Carrollton be and is specifically authorized and instructed to carry out the provisions of Section 3 and 4 hereof, and as evidence of compliance herewith, the clerk shall cause to be affixed to the Minutes of the meeting in which this Charter shall have been adopted:

(1) Appropriate certification of publication of the newspaper in which the summary of the proposed amendment shall have been published.

(2) The return receipts of the mailing referred to in Section 4.
